Caritas Regional Conference elects leaders in Madrid

Brussels, 03 June 2010 - Following the vote of the Regional Conference of Caritas Europa that took place yesterday, Wednesday 2 June, Prof. Dr. Erny Gillen has been re-elected as President of Caritas Europa for the mandate 2011-2015. In the same vote, Mr. Jorge Nuño Mayer was confirmed as the next Secretary General of Caritas Europa. 
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Prof. Erny Gillen
Prof. Erny Gillen, a professor of Theological Ethics at the Seminary and the Catechetical Institute in Luxembourg, was elected as President of Caritas Europa for the mandate 2007 – 2011, succeeding Ms. Cristina Loghin of Caritas Romania. The work and achievements of Prof. Gillen during these last 4 years have been praised by all the members, who eventually decided to grant him a renewed mandate of 4 years. 

Born in Luxembourg in 1960, Prof. Gillen obtained a degree in theology at the Katholische Hochschule Chur, Switzerland (1984) and at the University Catholique de Louvain, Belgium (1987). Prof. Gillen was appointed Secretary General of Caritas Luxembourg in 1989 and became the President of the organisation in 1996. 

Erny Gillen is very much appreciated for his capacity to combine the wisdom, spirituality and managerial skills that are required to be the President of such an organisation as Caritas Europa. 
Prof. Gillen will be seconded by Caritas Europa's Vice-President Andrij Waskowycz, who is also the President of Caritas Ukraine. 
Jorge Nuño Mayer 
Mr. Nuño Mayer was born in Cologne in 1966 to a Spanish father and a German mother. After spending most of his early years in Spain, he studied Law for two years at the Autonomous University of Madrid, before moving to Mainz, Germany to continue his studies at the Catholic University of Applied Sciences, where he left with a degree in Social Pedagogy.
He has served Caritas with professionalism and dedication for almost all his professional life - from his first job in Mainz's Diocesian Caritas advising Italian and Portuguese immigrants to his current position as a member of Caritas Spain's Social Research Team and the Caritas Europa Social Policy Committee, where he chairs the 2010 European Year against Poverty and Social Exclusion Task Force. 
Jorge Nuño Mayer's native languages are Spanish and German and he speaks English fluently. He also has varying degrees of fluency in French, Portuguese, Polish, Italian, Luxemburgish, Catalan and Galician.  
The working structures of the network and the secretariat in Brussels congratulate both Prof. Gillen and Mr. Nuño Mayer on their election.
